* You may play these two measures instead of the second and third measures in the tune whenever you wish. 

This  is  one  of  my  favorite  Irish  reels.  Play  the  sixteenth  notes  with  bounces  on  one  hand.I  lead  the  piece  left  handed 
througout. Use the first ending until the very last time around and then use the ending on the last line instead to end.
