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The word "Planxty" is Gaelic meaning "in honor of." Turlough O'Carolan, a 17th Century Irish harper wrote 
numerous compositions and poems for patrons with whom he lodged as he traveled on horseback from town 
to town. Planxty Eleanor Plunkett is one of these.
